Online Registration for New & Re-
turning Players starts March 1! The 
process is the same as last year. 
(These instructions are for returning players; 
see page 2 for New players.) 
 

1. Use your ID/Password to Logon to 
www.NorthshoreSoccer.org. Look for 
the link to Parent on the left side of 
your screen. Parents MUST log on 
with their own ID to see the Parent/
Players link.  

If this is your first time to log on to 
the NYSA website,  you will be re-
quired to answer some password re-
set questions and agree to the Mem-
ber Agreement before you can enter 

the private areas on the site.  You can 
change your password by going to 
Member/Profile/Password. Clicking on 
Parent (or anything else) will bring up 
the Member Agreement. The Member 
Agreement covers the rules of using 
the website and privacy requirements, 
etc. You must click ñI Agreeò to pro-
ceed. (This is a one time agreement.) 
 

2. Click on the green ñParentò tab on 
the left side of the screen to get to the 
Parent Section.   
 

3. Click on Agreement. The Parent 
Agreement is something you need to 
agree to each year when you regis-
ter your child.  Read and click the ñI 
agreeò button at the bottom of the 
page. 
 

4. Click on Register Player shortcut at 
the top OR Parent/Players. A screen 
will appear listing players in your 
household with their team informa-
tion.  (You will not be able to access 
the childôs registration unless you have 
completed the Parent Agreement.) 
 

5. If you click the number to the left  
of the player's name you can edit your 
playerôs info or add a second parent. If 
you only want to register, click the 
ñregistrationò symbol in the Action col-
umn.  (It looks like a sheet of paper.) 
 
 
 

Reminder! :  You must have an ID# and 
Password to log on to the private areas of 
the website. If your child played with 
NYSA last year, you, as well as your child, 
were assigned an ID#; you just need to 
request it . Remember that only parents 
can register players, so if you log on with 
your childôs ID you wonôt have access to 
the Parent/Players area. 
 
If you need your ID/Password, call the 
office or send an email to: Registra-
tion@Northshoresoccer.org with your 
name, phone number and email address. 
(This may take a few days if everyone 
waits until the last minute to make their 
request. Please request prior to May 1.) 
 
If you donôt remember your ID or pass-
word but have previously responded to 
the password reset questions, click on 
Log On/Forgot Password.   
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(Info on registering a new player is on page 2.)

The NYSA presents a $1000.00 College 
Scholarship  to one male and one female 
high school senior each year. The 
scholarship is awarded by a Scholarship 
Committee that reviews all applications 
and selects the recipients (subject to 
NYSA Board approval).    Congratulations 
to last yearôs winners:  Mark Cochran 
(WHS), Hadley Gunnell (WHS), Matthew 
Schulte (IHS) & Nikki  Sternagel (WHS).  
Last year NYSA was fortunate to be 
awarded matching funds through the  WA 
State Community Matching Grant Program 
so two more students benefitted. 

Who Is Eligible?  

Applications are accepted from High 
School seniors graduating from a NSD 
school that plan to enter an accredited 
institution of higher learning during the 
next 12 calendar months. Any College 
applicant that has participated in the NYSA 
program at any level is eligible for the 
award.  

How to Apply?  

The NYSA College Scholarship application 
is available in multiple formats and from 
multiple sources. You can obtain a copy: 
 

1. On the NYSA Website  
2. From the NYSA Office  
3. From your high school counseling 

office.

How is the Decision Made?  

The College Scholarship Committee is 
typically made up of representatives from 
FC Alliance Club, United Club, and at least 
one additional member at large. These 
individuals review all properly completed 
applications and select the candidates that 
they feel have had the most positive 
involvement with the NYSA program.  
This certainly does include participating as 
a player, but the Committee has 
traditionally considered the applicantôs 
contributions to and participation in the 
NYSA referee program.

Online Registration for New Players 

(If you are interested in a team reassignment, read 
and follow all instructions on the screen regarding that process.)  
 

6. Please fill in the registration information and click on ñRegister.ò  You will then 
see a confirmation page.  Print this page .  If you are paying by credit card, you 
are DONE!  If you are paying by check, make out your check and mail it to the 
NYSA Office at the address printed on the confirmation page. 
 

If paying by check, the player you registered online will now show a Status of 
ôPendingô in the registration database. (You can monitor their Status on the Par-
ent/Players page.) Payment is due to the NYSA Office within 10 days after the 
date you register.  When payment is received, the playerôs Status will change to 
óRegisteredô or óRostered.ô Player registration will NOT be complete until the fee 
has been received.  All players with unpaid fees on May 27 will be considered 
LATE and are not guaranteed a spot on a team. 
 

If you are paying by credit card, the status of the player will either be 
ñRegisteredò or ñRostered.ò

ONTIME registration of Returning Players will run through May 18.  If you regis-
ter after May 18, your registration is considered LATE, but you can still register 
online on a space available basis. 
Office Hours:   9:00 am to 12:30 pm Monday through Thursday.  The office 
will also be open several evenings on April 7, 20, May 3, May 13  from 6:30 
pm to 8:30 pm.  And on Saturday,  May 15 from 11:00 am to 2:00 pm.  
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Is Your Coach Not Returning? 
 

Even if your coach is not returning, your team can still stay together as long as 
enough players register on time (by May 18).  Your Club President will work with 
you to secure a new coach.  If too many players request a team reassignment, 
we cannot guarantee the team will stay together.  See below.   
 

What Happens When a Team Disbands? 
 

If your team disbands due to low numbers, players who register back to the team 
being disbanded are placed on other teams in their club before players who re-
quest a team reassignment. 

Online registration is available for players new to NYSA.  óNewô players may be 
either a sibling of a current NYSA player, or someone who has never had a family 
member play on a NYSA team. 
 

¶ Parents with a child registered on a team in the past can register a new sibling 
by using the ñAdd Playerò mechanism in the Parent/Player area of the website.    

(May 18 is the last day to register and be guaranteed a spot on a team.)  
 

¶ Parents who are brand new to the association will need to first register them-
selves as members using the Logon/Join NYSA mechanism.  Once all Parents 
in the household have been approved for membership (which may take a few 
days), a parent can logon to the website and use the Parent/Players/Add A 
Player mechanism to first add their child as a member.   

 

¶ After adding the player to your family you must now actually register them.  
Click on Parent/Players and click on the Register symbol in the ñActionsò col-
umn. (Follow the instructions on Page 1, steps 1 through 6.) 

 

New players must provide age verification by presenting a certified birth cer-
tificate or passport.  You can mail or fax a copy of the certified birth certificate or 
passport to the NYSA Office (hospital & baptismal certificates cannot  be ac-
cepted ).  You can also upload the document to the NYSA website by going to 
Member:Paperwork:Upload.  If you need additional help you can call the NYSA 
Office at (425) 486-5106.  See office hours above.  Our fax # is 425 489-2765.

Spring & Summer 2010 Coach License Clinics  

In most cases, you will be the new playerôs first ñteacher.ò Your role is critical to the future development of each 
playerôs skills and their attitudes towards sportsmanship in the game.  Northshore Youth Soccer Association 
(NYSA) requires that every coach attend their age -appropriate coaching certificate or license .  All required 
coaching certificates and licenses are 100% funded by NYSA.  NYSA Member Coaches who complete a course will 
not be charged for the cost of the clinic.  However, NYSA coaches who sign up and do not complete the course will be 
charged. 
 
Any coach intending to coach U-11 and above must hold a minimum of an ñEò license.  In addition to coaching, it is 

your responsibility to control your sideline during games, and to stress sportsmanship to your parents and players.  Your coaching will fol-
low the Laws of MODIFIED Developmental soccer and remember that ñThis game is for the children; let them learn and play, but above 
all...let them have fun!ò

¶ Must be at least a Senior status by the 2009/2010 school 
year, and; 

¶ Must be attending a post-high school educational institution 
for the 2010/2011 school year.
