All adults and youth 13 years of age or older are welcome to attend one of these clinics and become a licensed USSF Referee.
Clinic will be limited to the first 35 people. The deadline for pre-registration is the Thursday prior to the clinic.

Clinic cost is $35 for Grade 9 and $45 for Grade 8, pre-registered, or $50 at the door if there is space available.
There is an additional USSF license fee ($50) due at the end of the clinic payable to WRDA (State Referee Assoc.)
You will need a uniform; a uniform company will be available the last day of the clinic. (Estimated cost: $70/$75)

You will receive your acceptance to the clinic via email. Bring your acceptance with you.

Grade 8 referees are qualified to work any Center or Assistant Referee level.

Grade 9 referees are qualified to work any lines U14 & younger and Centers for U14 & below recreational teams.

The referee clinic “grade level” refers to a Referee Level; it has nothing to do with grade levels in school.

Center referees must be at least 2 years older than the level they are officiating.

At the end of the season if you have done 10 matches for NYSA (CR or AR), you will be paid an additional $35.

If you have done 15 matches by the end of the season, (CR or AR) you will be paid an additional $70.

PLEASE NOTE: The class registration fee is payable to NYSA. You must register with NYSA (either with this

form or online on the NYSA website) and also on the WA State Referee website at http://www.wasrc.org/clinicregistration.
Type “Northshore” in the CLINIC column and then “Show.” All NYSA clinics should display. Choose the clinic you want by
clicking on the “Register” symbol in the ACTION column. Enter your full LEGAL name (this is important because it will be en-
tered in the State site and with your USSF registration), address, email, home phone, gender and birthdate. Click “Enroll”
when you are done. When you register on the state site, you are reserving a spot in the class and registration is on a first
come, first serve basis. Once the attendance limit is met, no one else will be able to register.
